Psalm 105:17-20 - He sent a man before them—Joseph—who was sold as a slave.'® They hurt his
feet with fetters, he was laid in irons.’® Until the time that his word came to pass, the word of
the LORD tested him. (NKJV)

Ephesians 4:26-27... Do not let the sun go down on your anger... do not give the devil a foothold!!

TOTAL FORGIVENESS IS A KINGDOM DISTINCTIVE

1 John 3:8 - For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the
devil. (NKJV)

Jesus accomplished this by initiating forgiveness on the cross. The greatest spiritual weapon we
possess to defeat the enemies advance is forgiveness.



TOTAL FORGIVENESS MEANS NO LIMITS

Matthew 18:21-22 — Then Peter came to him and asked, "Lord, how often should | forgive someone
who sins against me? Seven times?" No!" Jesus replied, " seventy times seven! (NLT)

Romans 6:23 — The wages of sin is death... but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus
2 Corinthians 9:15- Thank God for His unspeakable Gift
